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TITLE I DISTRICT PARENTAL INVOLVEMENT POLICY
It is the intent of the Milbank School District’s Title One program at Koch Elementary School to encourage family involvement, which is vital to and an integral part of the successful achievement of every student in the program.   The Milbank School District will take the following steps to encourage family involvement:
1. The Milbank School District/Koch Elementary School Title One department will annually invite and encourage all families to attend at least one meeting per year to share goals, program focus, and activities provided to the students.    The findings from this meeting will be used to design strategies for more effective family involvement, and to revise, if necessary its parent involvement Title One policies.
2. The Milbank School District/Koch Elementary School Title One department will annually provide the following necessary coordination, technical assistance and other support to assist in planning and implementing effective parental involvement activities to improve student academic achievement and school performance through:    policy reviews, family surveys, parent representation on the Consolidated Application committee, Milbank School District website, Koch School monthly newsletter and articles in the Grant County Review.
3. The Milbank School District/Koch Elementary School shall to the extent feasible and appropriate, annually coordinate and integrate parent involvement programs and activities with Birth to Three, Head Start, private preschools and other community programs.    Koch Elementary School will sustain the following activities that encourage and support parents to participate in the education of their children:   transition to kindergarten, preschool screening, parent and business volunteers in classroom, take home reading/learning bags and other literacy and math activities.
4. The Milbank School District/Koch Elementary School shall provide assistance to families in an understanding of such topics as common core standards, required state assessments and how to monitor a child’s progress.   Koch Elementary School will work with families to improve the achievement of their children through the following:   parent/teacher conferences, report cards and informational articles in the Grant County Review.
5. The Milbank School District will conduct, with the involvement of parents, an annual evaluation of the content and effectiveness of the parental involvement policy in improving the academic quality of the schools served with Title One funds.    The district will annually convene the Title One Consolidated Application committee.   This committee will review the Title One program and make revisions to the program that reflect the needs of all students including those who are economically disadvantaged, are disabled, have limited English proficiency, have limited literacy or are of any racial or ethnic minority background.
6. The Milbank School District/Koch Elementary school staff and administration will involve parents in the activities of the school through the following opportunities:   parent volunteers in classroom, parent supervision on field trips, Parents Promoting Education and annual Title One evenings.   
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
